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A Research Action Training

Presentation

A Research Action Training starts from a
real unsatisfactory situation a group has
to face and is willing to overcome. The
group of learners will have to combine 2
attitudes to find a solution: behaving al-
ternately as a researcher and as an ac-
tor.

Unfortunately, this method is not fre-
quently used in Adult literacy work. It is,
however, a fantastic tool linking access
to basic skills and greater self determi-
nation within a collective project.

As learners are involved in the project
from its very beginning, they quickly de-
velop various skills such as autonomy,
critical thinking, oral expression, that will
ultimately lead them to move into writing.
In such a process where learners are
considered a priori as researchers, their
dignity and self-esteem are boosted.

A Research Action training brings to-
gether different partners: actors in
the field, tutors, researchers and
learners.

Objectives are defined collectively on
the basis of subjective and analyzed
needs.

This method combines different ap-
proaches as critical thinking, reflec-
tive analysis, confrontation with writ-
ten documents and action in the field.
An evaluation of the latter will result
in starting a new research action.

This method also permits to develop
skills and attitudes which will enable
learners to face new situations leading
to a major well-being and a greater
empowerment in private issues and
society in general.

Objectives

. To discover a new methodology that
promotes the participation of learn-
ers during the whole process.

. To formalize a subject for research
action o be carried out in different
countries.

. To define a working plan in order to
turn the training into practice.
