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What are the challenges?

e The least proficient groups have others issues to deal with as
well.

e The high-skilled are progressing well through adult learning,
but the low achievers are caught in a «low skills trap»

e Local variations and «mysteries»

e Even in the top performing countries, there are thousands of
people with infufficient basic skills.
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Norwegian skills policy — an example

e On average, Norway is doing quite well in PIAAC

e Very scarce media coverage on the release of the results in
october 2013

e Despite good national results, several hundred thousand
Norwegians perform on the lowest levels

e PIAAC results combined with the OECD Skills Strategy
