• One of the most pressing problem regarding economic and social 
problems is employment shortage 

• People with low skills rate was 25.7%  in Hungary

• In the lack of professional qualification people cannot be involved in
employment

Situation in Hungary
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conscious intervention, basic skills development in LFA

PISA survey 2012

• Each fifth adult can be 
considered functionally
illiterate

• Lack of basic skills and 
competences (reading
comprehension, reading and 
writing, problem solving, 
mathematics)

Problems

• Differences between schools
and education level
• Regional, social

• Tuition is unable to bridge
problems
