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1. Accessing the Project Generation Facility (PGF) padlet

You may access the PGF padlet on the conference’s webpage that requires login. The password is sent
to you by e-mail. Once you access the conference site, you can find the link to the PGF padlet below
the embedded conference padlet. It is important to know that PGF padlet is different from the
conference padlet.
